REGISTRATION NOTICE OF A REPRESENTATIVE TRUST OFFICE BY 

A FEDERAL OR OUT-OF-STATE SAVINGS BANK 

OR SAVINGS AND LOAN ASSOCIATION
INTRODUCTION
This notice/registration shall be prepared by an officer acting on behalf of a federal or out-of-state savings bank or federal or out-of-state savings and loan association that does not maintain a branch in this state, but desires to establish or acquire and maintain a representative trust office in this state.  The notice shall comply with the statutory provisions of §187.202 of the Texas Finance Code.  One complete and originally signed copy with all exhibits shall be filed with the Commissioner, Texas Department of Savings and Mortgage Lending, 2601 North Lamar, Suite 201, Austin, Texas 78705.  There is no fee required for the notice/registration.  A period of up to thirty days is provided to review the notice, but may be extended by the Commissioner.  
Confidential Treatment 
All materials filed as part of this notice/registration are available for public inspection, except the personal financial data supplied and identified as "CONFIDENTIAL" and that which the Commissioner determines to hold from public availability because of its confidential nature. If the applicant submits information it deems to be confidential, such information must be separately bound and labeled "CONFIDENTIAL" and a statement shall be submitted briefly setting forth the grounds on which such information should be treated as confidential.

5. Provide a statement of why the establishment of the Representative Trust Office is in the public's interest; 

6. Provide copies of any filing notice(s) with respect to any other regulatory authority with respect to the establishment of the office(s) [Federal Reserve Board or Office of Comptroller of Currency; Federal Deposit Insurance Corporation]; 

7. Provide a written commitment from the notificant, stating that it will only conduct activities authorized for a Texas Trust Representative Office pursuant to §187.201 of the Finance Code;
8. Provide a commitment that the bank, while it maintains an office in the state, will comply with all applicable Texas laws; and, 
9. Provide a statement that the Department will be notified regarding any change in status or location of the above Representative Trust Office(s). 
Fee Requirement for Registration: 

None 
Approval Process: 

Upon receipt and review of the above information, and within 30 days after receiving the notice, the Commissioner will either accept or deny the notice and authority for a federal or out-or-state savings bank or savings and loan association to establish and operate a representative trust office in this state in writing, unless additional information or additional time for analysis is required.  If an extended review is required, an institution may establish the representative trust office only upon prior written approval by the Commissioner.  The notificant may begin business of the representative trust office on the 31st day after the Commissioner receives the notice, unless the Commissioner specifies an earlier or later date, in writing. 

Approval of the representative trust office may be denied if: 

a. There is a lack of sufficient financial resources to undertake the proposed expansion with out adversely affecting its safety or soundness;

b. The establishment of the proposed office is contrary to the public interests; 

c. Other appropriate supervisory agencies of the notificant indicate an objection.

Failure to Provide Notice / Registration:
The action for failure of any federal or out-of-state trust institution to register or provide notice as required by §187.202 will subject such entity to "Enforcement Actions" specified in Subchapter C, Chapter 185 of the Finance Code.
