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There is considerable confusion over how long a period an individual must wait to retake
either the national test or a state component test. The link provided will take you to the
NMLS Resource Center's Testing site for specific information.

Basically, after the 4th failed attempt, an individual must wait a mandatory six months
before beginning the test cycle again.
