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INTRODUCTION

This application shall be prepared by an officer acting on behalf of a state savings bank.  The application must demonstrate that the applicant complies with the provisions of the Texas Finance Code, Subtitle C. Texas Savings Banks (the "Act") and the Rules and Regulations Applicable to Texas Savings Banks (the "Rules") and shall include all information required in the Act, §92.063 and the Rules, §§75.31 and 75.33.  One complete originally signed copy with all exhibits, accompanied by the application fee as provided in §76.92 of the Rules, shall be filed with the Commissioner, Department of Savings and Mortgage Lending, 2601 North Lamar, Suite 201, Austin, Texas 78705.

The required application format is set forth beginning on page 3 and the submission should clearly identify the item to which each response applies.  The application and all required supporting information shall be executed by the officer submitting the application.

Confidential Treatment

All materials filed as part of this application are available for public inspection, except the personal financial data supplied and identified as "CONFIDENTIAL" and that which the Commissioner determines to hold from public availability because of its confidential nature. If the applicant submits information it deems to be confidential, such information must be separately bound and labeled "CONFIDENTIAL" and a statement shall be submitted briefly setting forth the grounds on which such information should be treated as confidential.

BRANCH OFFICE PROCEDURE

The application of a Texas Savings Bank for a branch office is initiated by the adoption of a resolution by the board of directors authorizing the submission of an application for a branch office.  Upon receipt of the application, the Commissioner and the Department will review the application and determine whether any additional information will be required.  After review of the filed material, the applicant may be requested to furnish additional information as an amendment to the application.  All amendments shall be clearly identified as such, numbered consecutively and shall comply with all pertinent requirements of the application, including signature.  Upon receipt of all necessary information, the application will be deemed complete and the applicant so advised in writing.

The application will be set for hearing and the applicant will publish notice in the county where the proposed branch office will be located and in the county of the savings bank’s home office, if different.  the commissioner shall issue public notice of the application and give any interested person an opportunity to appear, present evidence, and be heard for or against the application.  Publication of a public notice, approved by the commissioner, shall occur within 15 days of receipt of the notice issued to applicants.  Proof of publication shall be filed within 10 days of publication provided for in.  If before the 11th day after a public notice of the application is published, no person has notified the commissioner in writing that they intend to appear and present evidence at a hearing; and, the commissioner finds that the application complies with all statutory requirements for approval, then a hearing shall not be required.  

Within 10 days after receiving any statement of intention from an individual to appear in person, or by attorney, to protest the application, and receipt of payment of the required protest fee, the commissioner shall set a hearing date on the application that shall not be more than 60 days after the date the protest statement and protest fee are received pursuant to §75.2 TAC.  Pursuant to 91.004 FC, a notice of hearing shall be given to each domestic and federal savings bank in the county in which the subject matter of the hearing is or will be located, and each interested party is entitled to an opportunity to respond and present evidence and argument on each issue involved in the hearing.  The hearing will be conducted by the State Office of Administrative Hearings.  

A record of the hearing will be made within 30 days after the date of the original hearing, and the commissioner shall render a decision within 30 calendar days after the final ruling is issued if the hearing was held in accordance with §75.2 TAC, or, 30 calendar days after the date the applicant is deemed substantially complete if the hearing is dispensed.  Pursuant to §91.006 FC the commissioner’s decision or order entered into after the hearing is final and appealable on the 15th day after the date it is entered, unless a party files a motion for rehearing before that date.     

The Commissioner's approval will be subject to the branch office commencing operation within 12 months after the date of approval unless an extension is granted, in writing, by the Commissioner.

Item 4.	BUDGET REQUIREMENTS.  A proposed annual budget for the savings bank together with a budget detailing the projected volume of business and the estimated income and expenses of the proposed branch office for each of the first three years of its operation will be provided.

Item 5.	NEED FOR THE PROPOSED BRANCH.  Detailed supportive information and data will be included regarding the need for the proposed branch office and its potential impact on other savings banks and savings and loan associations.  If the branch office is being purchased from another institution, give the name of that entity, a brief summary of the purchase, and attach proof of that entity's intent to sell the branch office location.


Item 6.	SEPARATE ENCLOSED OFFICE AREA.  Information must be included that indicates a separate enclosed office area will be provided.

Item 7.	QUALIFIED FULL-TIME MANAGEMENT.  Information indicating that the proposed branch office will be operated by qualified full-time management shall be included.

Item 8.	INFORMATION REGARDING DIRECTORS.  The application shall include information regarding the character, responsibility and general fitness of the current directors and officers such as to provide assurance that the proposed branch office will be honestly and efficiently conducted in accordance with the intent and purpose of the Act.

Item 9.	APPLICANT'S OPERATIONS.  Information regarding the number of additional offices, mobile facilities, agencies and subsidiaries shall be included, together with a list of such offices and other facilities, their street addresses and date of opening.

Item 10.	  ADDITIONAL INFORMATION.  The application may include such other documents or information which the applicant deems to be material to the Department's consideration of the application.

Item 11.	  BOARD OF DIRECTORS RESOLUTION.  A copy of the resolution of the board of directors certified by the association's secretary that authorizes the filing of the application is attached.

Item 12.	  All statements of fact submitted to the Commissioner must be subscribed and sworn to before an officer authorized to administer oaths.
